Requirements for Acquired Structure Demolition Guide

We greatly appreciate your interest in allowing your fire department to train with your building. The use of your building for training is an invaluable tool for the fire department. However, your building must meet certain requirements before the fire department can burn/demolish the structure. Listed below are these requirements which the building must meet.

· The Fire Chief must accept the structure for training. The Chief or his designee will make a site visit to tour the building and determine our ability to demolish the building.

The most time consuming documentation which we must receive is the Asbestos Permit. Below is the requirement for this permit.

· The building must have a completed asbestos survey from a NC Certified Asbestos Inspector. According to NC general statute a building owner cannot demolish a building by any means without a NC Asbestos Permit. This can result in a $10,000+ fine. Once the building owner receives the survey back from the asbestos inspector please submit a copy of the report to the fire department. The building owner is then responsible for removing all of the asbestos from the building. Once this is complete the Fire Department will submit proper documentation to receive the permit. This process takes at least 10 business days.

The written documentation you must provide is:

· Proof of Clear Title from the Register of Deed’s office

· Certificate of Insurance Cancellation

· Acknowledgement of Post-Burn Property Condition (RFR will supply)

· Release from granting the FD permission to demolish the building (RFR will supply)

· The building owner is responsible for removing all utilities from the building.

· The fire department may require that the building owner to purchase fuel for use in the demolition. The fire department will notify the building owner of the type and amount.
